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Criteria for Appeal Panel



Expectations for gaining QTS:

· All fees have been paid and all resources returned to the SCITT Centre.

· All on line QTS skills have been passed by the last week of the course.

· The Trainee has submitted folders that give a minimum of three pieces of evidence for each of the Standards and parts thereof (with the exception of Q16).

· All assignments have been passed (see attached information on the expectations for each assignment together with specific outlines).

· The Trainee has submitted a portfolio for ICT which shows the expected level of practice/evidence.

· All tasks (as outlined in the handbook) have been submitted and accepted.

· The Trainee has taught 80% timetable for the final block (equivalent to 24 full days).

· The Trainee has taught 50% timetable for the first block practice (equivalent to 14 full days).

· The Trainee has been judged to have achieved a satisfactory or better teaching grade from a minimum of twelve lessons observed during the final teaching practice with no more than two being judged inadequate).

· There are no areas of subject knowledge where the Trainee has not reached the expected level of understanding.

· The Trainee meets the required standard of Professional Attributes.
